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Local Action Groups is not typical and 
understandable concept in Ukraine. 

They haven't juridical form and 
registration. 

People usually not used such term for 
describing own activity on local level. 

I want to use this term to describe the 
active groups of  citizens in the local level 

who are already successfully 
implementing some initiatives.



For example, I will select four regions 
(oblasts) of  Western Ukraine:

Lviv

 Ivano-Frankivsk

Zakarpattya

Ternopil
